Creamy Rice Brulees 
Serves 4-5 
 
An easy to prepare traditional 
dessert that everyone will  
enjoy! 
 
Ingredients 
 
1 x 420g can Heinz Vanilla Creamed Rice 
1/4 cup thickened cream or thick Greek-style 
yoghurt 
Finely grated rind of 2 lemons 
1 x 410g can peach slices in natural juice, 
drained well 
1 cup castor sugar 
2 tbsps water 
 
 
Instructions 
 
1. Mix together the Vanilla Creamed Rice with 

the thickened cream (or yoghurt) and lemon 
rind 

2. Dice the peaches and place in the bottom of 
4-5 x 3/4 cup ramekins (or oven-proof  
individual serving dishes).  Spoon the 
creamed rice mixture on top. 

3. Stir the castor sugar and water in a  
saucepan until dissolved and then boil  
rapidly until it turns a light golden.  Do not 
stir while boiling. 

4. Once golden pour immediately onto a baking 
paper lined tray.  When cold, crush with a 
rolling pin or process in a food processor 
until fine.  When ready to serve, sprinkle a 
thick layer over the rice puddings and then 
place under a hot grill until the toffee melts 
and it is smooth.  Cool before serving.
