RECIPE FOR AUGUST 
 
Mini Cheese and Vegetable Tarts 
Makes 8 
 
Looking for a great snack or entrée 
that is light but still flavoursome?  
These delicious mini tarts are sure to 
please! 
 
Ingredients 
8 slices sandwich bread 
1-2 tbsp softened butter 
200g cheese (gouda or edam) 
2 cups Heinz’s Frozen Vegetables-Golden Mix 
4 eggs 
250g light sour cream
