Recipe Spot for August  
Mediterranean Lamb Kebabs & Couscous 
Serves 4-5  
Preparation Time: 20 minutes (+ 15 minutes 
marinating)  
Cooking Time: 15 minutes 
 

Ingredients:  
500g Diced Lamb  
1/4 cup olive oil  
1 tsp garlic (minced (fresh or jar))  
2 zucchini's  
1 red capsicum  
1tbsp fresh or dried rosemary  
Black pepper to season  
 

Couscous  
1 1/2 cups boiling water  
1 1/2 cups Couscous  
1/4-1/2 cups black olives  
2 tbsp fresh or dried basil, parsley or rosemary  
1-2 tbsp olive oil  
Salt and pepper to season  
 

Method : 
1. In a bowl toss the diced lamb, balsamic vinegar, 
oil, rosemary, garlic and a good seasoning of black 
pepper. Cover and marinate for 10-15 minutes.  
2. Cut the zucchini into 2cm thick slices and thread 
onto skewers alternately with the marinated lamb, 
and capsicum. Place on a foil-lined tray and brush 
the meat and vegetables with the remaining 
marinade.  
3. Fan grill at 180oC for 8-10 minutes turning 
occasionally to ensure even browning. While the 
lamb is cooking, prepare the couscous.  
4. Pour the boiling water over the couscous and 
stand for 5 minutes. Fluff the couscous with a fork 
and add the olives, herbs, olive oil and a good 
seasoning of salt and pepper. Serve the lamb kebabs 
on the couscous soon after cooking.
