RECIPE FOR MAY 
 
Chilli Beef Burritos 
Serves 8  
 
A favourite Mexican style meal of  
Tortillas filled with spicy chilli beans, 
corn, capsicum and cheese, that is easy 
to prepare and even more fun to eat. 
 
Ingredients 
 
2 tbsp fresh coriander 
1 cup grated cheese 
Guacamole and sour cream for serving
