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RECIPE FOR OCTOBER I
Tasty Tuna Baked Potatoes

Serves 2
Preparation Time: 10 minutes
Cooking Time: 1 hour

INGREDIENTS

To garnish fresh basil or parsley leaves
1 - 85¢g pouch GREENSEAS Oven Dried Tomato & Basil Tuna in
Springwater

2 large potatoes

2 tbsp grated parmesan cheese
